Presentation: All work must be professionally
framed, if appropriate, Gallery wrapped canvases,
without exposed staples and with finished edges,

are acceptable. Glazed work must use Plexilgas;
only pastel pieces may be covered with glass. Hung
pieces must be securely wired and ready for hanging.

Freestanding sculpture should need no special
mounting.

Each artist may submit two art pieces. Submission
fee is $10.00 for one entry & $15.00 for two entries.
